Fest’Napuan 2005 :
Narrative report
Tony Ligo, Journalist, The Independent
INTRODUCTION

Bigger and better in sound, music variety and largest number of international acts compared to previous years. According to media estimates the Fest Napuan 2005 drew more than 30,000 over the four nights of the festival from Thursday 13 - Sunday 16 October 2005.

SPONSORSHIP:

Without your support as our sponsors the festival would not be where it is today, and for that Fest'Napuan committee takes this opportunity to thank each and everyone for supporting what is now termed by regional media, "the biggest annual music festival in the region” - Post Courier and ABC.

Major and main sponsors remained local business houses. More was done this year to mention major sponsors on radio and television. Special programs were organized for in the build-up to the festival. Banners were put on Kumul Highway and the Saralana stage. Sponsors were given credit continuously throughout the four nights of the festival. 

Today most in Vanuatu, especially Port Vila, know that the Fest'Napuan major sponsors are Unelco, Telecom, Air Vanuatu, the Vanuatu Kaljoral Senta, the Alliance Francaise, and the Australian High Commission, and that the main sponsors are local business houses. 

The inclusion of overseas sponsorships this year allowed for many of the international bands to perform. The Immikrantz and Feelstyle were sponsored by Creative New Zealand, part of the Telek act by Air Niugini and Justin Wellington by Mangrove Productions. Last but not least, ABC provided live coverage of the event with Radio Australia.
MUSIC DEVELOPMENT

On the tenth anniversary, six international acts from New Zealand, New Caledonia, Australia and PNG brought a vast diversity of music flavor that blended well with 13 national acts to showcase a truly colorful spectrum of music genre.

For many that was the attraction to Fest'Napuan at the Saralana stage. Media estimates show crowd numbers over the four nights as follows: Thursday 13 October - 6,000, Friday 14 October - 7,000 +, Saturday 15 October 10,000 + and Sunday 16 October 7,000 +.

In comparison estimate statistics for 2004 is as follows: 3,000 1st night, 5,000 2nd night, 8,000 3rd night and 2,000 4th night.

According to statistics the number of people who turned out for the Fest’Napuan almost doubled for the whole festival. String-band music, contemporary music and religious music all drew more crowd this year than any other previous years.

LIVE BROADCAST

For the first time in ten years, both the local radio and television station along with radio Australia ABC services all broadcasted live segments of the festival in particular the Fest'Napuan popular music festival.

Not only the region but the rest of the world were able to hear bands on stage and get a feel of the whole atmosphere of the festival. Thank you to Radio Australia who recognized the expanding influence of the festival in building regional platform for both local and regional musicians and by taking their performances to the outside world. Thanks are due too to Further Arts for initiating the idea in 2004 with Radio Australia. The broadcast in one of the results of a project carried out by Further Arts called “Networking in the Region for Vanuatu Music” funded by the Non-State Actors Program of the European Union, and managed by the Vanuatu Cultural Centre.
Through the local radio and television going live throughout the first night Saralana area (Fest'Napuan home) was completely full on the next three nights.

AUDIENCE DIVERSITY

Expatriates from many different ethnic backgrounds now turn out for the festival and the trend has increased considerably over the last three years. In comparison back in 2003 one in ten locals was either an expatriate or visitor and this year it was estimated one in six people at the Fest Napuan was either an expatriate or visitor which goes to show that the festival has grown in diversity in music over the last three years.

SECURITY & CROWD CONTROL

Each year the Fest' Napuan committee ask for liquor ban over the four days of the festival, bring in police and VMF officers and local security firms to help make sure the festival runs smoothly. 

Furthermore the local transport association allowed its members to operate late both cabs and bus shuttles so people have access to save transport to and from the festival. In fact that was a contributing factor to the success of the festival and as a ripple effect two refueling stations decided to stay open 24 hours for the four nights which enabled a smooth transport operation.

COMMENTS
Throughout the festival both musicians, audience, stall owners, transport owners and those who watched on television or listened through radio gave comments, and this year we logged a few for the sponsors.

International Musicians:

The Immikrantz (NZ): "This is the biggest crowd for us and it is amazing, truly amazing. In NZ the crowd arrive completely boozed out so artists work double hard to entertain - here its artist paradise".
Not Drowning Waving (AUST): "It is the best organized in the Pacific - elsewhere such as PNG you get beer bottles flying the crowd goes rowdy and you feel like standing on the edge - here the audience are perfect".
Justin Wellington (PNG/NZ): "My first huge crowd and people really appreciate music here I tell you, its awesome. Good to see local companies support this festival, they must be proud and keep it up - well done".
Transport: 

Bus Driver: "I worked the whole four nights and it was better than July, Christmas and New Year Celebrations and the Cruise Ships - must continue".
Taxi Driver: "Even though the buses worked with us until morning - we did not complain because everyone had an opportunity to make money - it was good".
Stall Owner: "In 2003 we took a stall and last year did not because of work commitment. But this year was something else - we keep running out of food and kava - too good".
Stall Owner: "The program this year continued into the early hours of the morning with so many bands on all four nights so people stayed out late, eat and drink more which was good for us".
CONCLUSION
Fest' Napuan music festival not only allows local and regional musicians to sell their talents and latest music to the population across the Pacific but also producers seeking new bands.

It is not only the biggest annual event in Vanuatu but even more important, it is now considered one of the biggest music exchanges festival in the Pacific.

ZION FEST October 16th 2005

A Summary Report by the Chairman of the Zion Fest Executive Committee,
Mr Nigel Quai

Introduction

The Zion Fest (gospel music festival) held on the 16th of October 2005 was very successful. Although we organized two (2) sets of Zion Fest in 2005, we noticed the increased participation of churches around Port Vila, as we mainly, and in the meantime, focused on the existing Christian Churches’ input and participation. Zion Fest is based basically around the text in Isaiah 12: 4 – 6, where it states “.......Give thanks to the Lord, call on His name; make known among the nations what he has done, and proclaim that His name is exalted.  Sing to the Lord, for he has done glorious things; let this be known to all the world.  Shout aloud and sing for joy, people of Zion, for great is the Holy One of Israel among you”. We intend, however, to extend the vision to the regional level.  The vision of the Zion Fest is basically to boost the creativity of talents of the churches together, so to bless the body of Christ to impact the lives of the people in our Capital city of Port Vila for the Kingdom of God, through the power of music.

Background

The Zion Fest came into existence in August 2002 and was first known as “The Festival of Praise”. In 2005, the Executive endorsed the change of the name of the Festival to “Zion Fest”. We are grateful that the Fest’Napuan Association has been the main support and sponsor of the Zion Fest since 2002, by sponsoring the festival venue at the Saralana Stage, professional sound system, engineers and lightings from overseas, as well as over 40 food stalls operating during the festival each year.

In June 2005, we hosted a 3-night Mini Zion Fest at the Sea Front Municipality stage where we had over 1,000 people turning up each night. Thirty two (32) different groups participated during that 3 nights. Rev. Ratu Vuniani Nakauyaca, from the ACCF, Fiji and Rev. Emmanuel Fave from the APPA spoke during the 3 nights sponsored by the Vanuatu Christian Vision Network. This was when some new groups like the Anglican Youth participated in the Zion Fest for the first time.

On July 24th during the Silver Jubilee of the Vanuatu 25th Independence Anniversary celebration, we organized a Zion Fest program at the opening of the Silver Jubilee celebrations. There were a couple of new groups who came in to participate for the first time, like the Catholic Church.

October 2005 Program.

We had 28 groups participating in the 16th October 2005 Zion Fest. We would admit that this was the best Zion Fest turnout so far. Groups turned up on time and each group’s performance really improved and their appearances were fantastic, as 99% of the participating groups turned out in uniforms.

We had new groups in 2005’s Zion Fest program, like the Catholic Youth, The Fijian Church Youth and the Comforters Brass Band from the SDA Church. 

The crowd increased from 6,000 in year 2004 to over 7,000 this year. This years Zion Fest was broadcast life on FM98. This was the first time Zion Fest was put live on air.

The Honorable Prime Minister of Vanuatu, Hon. Ham Lini, also attended the Zion Fest.  This was the second time a Prime Minister of Vanuatu attend the Zion Fest after Prime Minster Edward Natapei who attended in 2002.

Future and conclusion
